SWIMMING – Summer 2022

Our swimming sessions for years 5 and 6 will commence this year on Tuesday 19th April and then continue every Tuesday on the dates in the table below. On the day, children can choose to come into school wearing normal PE kit with their swimming costume or bring their costume to change into at the swimming baths. They will need to bring a towel in a clearly named bag as these will be placed on the poolside whilst the children are swimming. At the request of Brio, it is preferred that boys wear swimming trunks and not shorts, and girls must wear one piece swimsuits and not bikinis for the lessons. 

You will need to give permission for your child to take part in the swimming lessons on School Spider. It is recommended that the children do not wear goggles for their swimming sessions, however, if your child does need to wear them then we will expect you to give permission on School Spider too.
